ON REVIEWING SOCIALIST MOVEMENT FOR INTEGRATION PARTY’S REQUEST FOR APPOINTMENT OF A SMI MEMBER IN THE CEAZ

Reviewed the issue with the following 

OBJECT:
 On examination of the request of Socialist Movement for Integration for appointment of a member of the SMI Party in CEAZ.

LEGAL REFERENCE:     
Article 23, paragraph 1, letter a, article  29, paragraph 4 of the Law 10019, dated 29.12.2008 "The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, amended and Article 21 of the Code of Administrative Procedures. 

The Central Election Commission, after examining the documents submitted and hearing the discussions of participants,
NOTES:

The Socialist Movement for Integration Party has filed a request to the CEC, to be qualified as a party eligible to propose candidates for CEAZ members. The Socialist Movement for Integration grounds its request on the fact that the CEC, with its decision no.265, dated 23.04.2013 has sustained Republican Party’s request, by changing letter c, paragraph 1 of decision no. 1, dated 07.2013 "On determining the political parties which have the right to submit proposals for CEAZs members, for June 23, 2013 parliamentary elections," recognizing the right of Republican Party, as the second biggest party of the majority, to appoint a member of the CEAZ.
As the Socialist Movement for Integration Party is now listed as a party of parliamentary opposition and based on the CEC decision on announcement of the final election results, SMI is ranked as the second biggest party in the group of opposition parties for its number of seats.
As a result, it should be qualified as a party eligible to appoint a member in the CEAZ.
The Central Election Commission, in its meeting dated 04.24.2013, reviewed the request of the Republican Party and finds that:

The CEC, with its decision no. 01, dated 01.07.2013 "On determining the political parties which have the right to submit proposals for CEAZs members, for June 23, 2013 parliamentary elections" defined the parties eligible to submit proposals for CEAZ members.
Based on Article 29, paragraph 1, letter "a" of the Electoral Code, two members of the CEAZ are nominated by the main party of the parliamentary majority, two members are nominated by the main party of the parliamentary opposition, one member is nominated by the second parliamentary majority and one member is nominated by the second party of the parliamentary opposition.
After the Socialist Movement for Integration left the parliamentary majority group to join the group of opposition parties, Republican Party requested to be qualified as a party eligible to nominate CEAZ members, as it is the second party in parliamentary majority group. The CEC, with its decision No. 265, dated 23.04.2013, accepted the request of Republican Party and amended the decision No. 1, dated 04.07.2013, letter c of paragraph 1, recognizing Republican Party’s right to appoint a member of the CEAZ instead of SMI.
According to Article 29, paragraph 4 of the Electoral Code, the parties’ representation in the CEAZ is based on the number of seats won by a political party in the previous parliamentary elections.

Based on the list according to the number of seats won by political parties in previous elections, the parties that follow the Socialist Party and belong to the parliamentary opposition group are Socialist Movement for Integration Party and  Union of Human Rights.
According to the decision no. 602, dated 01.08.2009, "On announcement of the final results of 2009 Parliamentary elections", the party with the highest number of seats in the previous elections is the Socialist Movement for Integration.
Baded on the above, the second largest parliamentary opposition is Socialist Movement for Integration Party, which, pursuant to section 29 of the Electoral Code, has the right to submit proposals for CEAZ member.
As a result, the amended CEC decision no. 1, dated 7.01.2013, does not fully address the present  conditions or circumstances, as the ranking among the parties of the parliamentary opposition, has changed, which is reflected in the composition of CEAZs. Under these conditions, the CEC, as administrative body which issued the decision no. 1, dated 7.01.2013 "On determination of political parties eligible to submit proposals for members CEAZs in June 23, 2013 parliamentary elections", amended, pursuant to Article 121 of the Code of Administrative Procedure, has the right to amend it, in order to comply with the provisions of Electoral Code regarding CEAZ composition.
FOR THE ABOVE REASONS:

Based on article 23, item 1, letter a, article 29, item 4 of the law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, amended, article 121 of the Code of Administrative Procedures, the CEC,

DECIDED
1. To sustain the request of the Socialist Movement for Integration. 
2. To amend letter (d), item 1 of the CEC Decision no. 1, dated 7.01.2013 “ On determining the political parties eligible to submit proposals for members of the CEAZ for June 23, 2013 parliamentary elections”, as follows: 
3.  “A member proposed by Socialist Movement for Integration Party”.
This Decision comes immediately into effect.
