I N S T R U C T I O N
ON APPROVAL OF RULES ON ESTABLISHMENT OF NOTIFYING AND VERIFYING TEAMS (NVT) AND THE PROCEDURE OF VERIFYING THE ALBANIAN CITIZENS EMIGRATED ABROAD THAT ARE REGISTERED IN VOTERS` LIST
Based on article 29, point 1 and article 181/2, point 11 of Law No. 9087, dated 19.6.2003 “Electoral Code of Republic of Albania”, amended, Central Election Commission, 
I n s t r u c t s:

Article 1

Purpose
This Instruction aims to determine the rules on establishment of joint Notifying and Verifying Teams (NVT) and the procedure of verifying the albanian citizen emigrated abroad that are registered in the voters’ list. 
Article 2

Definitions
On the purposes of this Instruction:

1. “Emigrants” are considered the albanian citizens that have left the Republic of Albania and are permanently residents in other countries. 
2. “Close relatives” are considered the parents, the spouses, the brothers and sisters and also the proper doughters/sons that inhabit with the respective voter.
Article 3

Notifying and Verifying Teams
1. The identified albanian citizens emigrated abroad are conducted by the Notifying and Verifying Teams composed by two members.
2. The Notifying and Verifying Team’ members are appointed by LGEC, as follows:

a) One member of identifying team is appointed by the Chairman of Local Government Unit and he is the person who notifies, according to article 56 of Electoral Code; 

b) One member is appointed by the major party of the opposite political spectrum of the Chairman of Local Government Unit;
c) NVTs members should fulfill the criteria of the VCC member 
3. Each LGEC is eligible to decide on establishment of Notifying and Verifying Teams (NVT) for every Voting Center within January 21, 2007.

Article 4

Procedure of identifying by NVTs 
1. The Chairman of Local Government Unit through Civil Status Offices prepares a file for each voting center containing:

a) Preliminary voters’ lists; 

b) Voters’ notification; 

c) Declarations models on identifying of emigrations, according to the model attached to this Instruction.

2. NVTs are equipted with the file from Civil Status Offices, according to definitions of point 1 of this article.

3. After the notifying procedure, NVT asks the proper relatives if one or some of the family’s members have emigrated. 

4. If not possible receiving the information according to point 3 of this article, because none of the members of the family is present,NVT, notifies immediately the LGEC, which writes down the date and the time. NVT comes back within the same date to contact the voters that were not present in the residence. If the contact is not possible, even after this re-verification, NVT contacts the neighbours and after knowing their identity, asks information related to the voter not present in the residence, from at least two of the neighbours belonging different families. 
5. In cases when at least one of the persons mentioned in point 3 of this article declares that the voter/voters have emigrated abroad, NVT fulfills the declaration Model 01 NVT on  identifying of emigrants, attached to this Instruction. In cases when the persons mentioned in point 4 of this article declare that the voter/voters have emigrated abroad, NVT fulfills the declaration Model 02 NVT on identifying of emigrants, attached to this Instruction. One copy of the respective declaration is released to the pleader/pleaders.

6. The declaration is valid only if it is signed by the close relatives that inhabit with the emigrant, according to the definition of point3, or the neighbours of the respective emigrant, according to point 4, and as well as two NVT members. 
7. If one of the two NVT members does not sign the identifying declaration of the person emigrated, the issue passes to LGEC for examination. The last one writes down the cause of objection in Meeting Protocol Book and is eligible to verify within the same day. After verifying, LGEC is eligible to decide. This decision is enforceable to be implemented by NVT.
8. State Compentent Organs are obliged to reply to the LGEC within 24 hours in compliance with the proper requirements in implementation of this Instruction.
9. After receiving of the declaration, NVT writes down the letter “E”  sidewards the voter’s name in the preliminary voters’ list. 
Article 5

Documentation of Declaration 
The declaration is reflected on writing in the declaration model, that contains the following elements: 

1. The name, surname, father’s name, date of birth of pleader; 

2. The type and number of the identification document; 

3. The relation with the person identified as emigrant; 

4. The name, surname, ordinal number in the voters’ list of the respective person identified as emigrant;

5. Other data related to the year of emigration and the country in which the respective person  is identified as emigrant;

6. The date and the time of the declaration; 

7. The signment of the pleader/pleaders and NVT members. 
Article 6 
Reporting in Civil Status Office
The Notifying and Verifying Teams deliver the completed declarations until 10hrs of the next day and also a signed photocopy of the preliminary voters’ list with te respective notes. Delivering proceeds with official record in which is noted the declarations number, the number of the citizen identified as emigrants and the proper ordinal numbers in voters’ list. The official record is compiled in three copies, one copy for the Civil Status Offic and one copy for each NVT member. 

Article 7
Civil Status Offices Activity
The Civil Status Office based on declarations received, writes down sidewards the name of the voter’s identified as emigrant, in the voters’ list, no later than 24 hours from the receipt of declarations. The Civil Status Offices sends to the respective LGEC the periodic information. For each Civil Status Office is appointed one person eligible in monitoring by the major party of the opposite political spectrum of the Chairman of Local Government Unit. 

Article 8
     Deadline of the work
The notifying and verifying process should terminate no later than Febbruary 06, 2007. In each case the announcement of the voters’ final list is not interferred with going on of this process. 

Article 9

Administration of identifying declarations 
1. The Civil Status Office retents and administers the declarations of identifying the emigrants.
2. The Civil Status Office sends a copy sealed for each declaration in LGEC. The copies of the declarations according to this point are accompanied with an evidential offical record.

Article 10

Central Election Commission recompenses the Notifying and Verifying Teams members and the persons eligible in monitoring based on their proper work.
Article 11

NVT members, in cases when are noted incorrect evidences prosecuted in objection to the provisions of this Instruction, hold administrative responsibility, according to article 178, point 1 of Electoral Code. 
Article 12
This Instruction comes immediately into force.
