ON NUMBERING THE VOTING CENTERS ACCORDING TO UNIQUE NUMBERING SYSTEM ON NATIONAL SCALE   
The Central Election Commission, based on article 21, point 1, article 23, point 1 and article 62 of the law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania” 
 INSTRUCTS
 Article 1
Scope
The purpose of this instruction is to define the rules to be followed by the chairmen of local government units, in numbering the Voting Center Areas according to the unique system on a national scale.   
Article 2
General principles
1. The System of Unique Numbering (SUN) is a means for numbering the Voting Center zones established in the territory of the Republic of Albania. Through this system, it is possible to identify through a unique number the voting center area, that belongs to a specific local government unit. 

2. The numbering of the voting center is done through a four-digit number. The numbering starts with the local government unit in the north of the country, and more specifically, the VC area no. 0001, in Gruemire commune, Shkodra region and progressively continues from north to south, up to the Voting Center zone no.  4734 of Xara commune, Vlorë Region. 

3. The numbers to be used for numbering the zones for each VC for each local government unit are reflected in table 1, attached to this Instruction.   
4. The voting center area should be located inside a compact and integral geographical territory and the number of voters for each voting center cannot be less than 150 and higher than 1,000 voters, except for special institutions where the voting center can established even with at least 15 voters.   
5. The boundaries of the Voting Center zones and their numbering is done by the chairman of the local government unit, in compliance with this Instruction.  
6. The existing boundaries of the Voting center zone are preserved even in the next elections. Exceptions are made when it is impossible to meet the requirements of the Electoral Code.  
Article 3

Method for Numbering the voting center zones in case of changes
The Chairman of the local government unit is responsible for the following:
a) in the local government unit a new voting center area is established, then its numbering will be done by creating a five-digit number. The first four digits will be the same with the first four digits of the nearest zone inside the respective local government unit, whereas the last digit, the fifth one, is one. In case this number with the fifth digit one (1) already exists, then the last digit will be the subsequent number ( please note that the last digit can be from one to 9).
b) a new voting center is established inside an existing voting center, then, the number of this new voting center, will have a five-digit number. The first four digits will be the same with that of the voting number where it is established, while the fifth digit will be 1 or a greater number (up to 9), in a progressive order. 
c) a voting center is merged, then the number of this voting center becomes unusable, thus not changing the number of the other Voting Center zones.  
Article 4
The duties provided for in this Instruction, for Tirana Municipality, are exercised by the heads of local government units. 

Article 5

This Instruction comes into power upon its publication in the Official Journal. 
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
