ESTABISHMENT OF RULES ON DEPOSITING AND VERIFYING THE CANDINDACY DOCUMENTS AND DEADLINES FOR THE PUBLICATION OF LISTS OF CANDIDATES
The Central Election Commission, based on Article 21, point 1, Article 23, point 1, letter b, Article 67, Article 68, Article 69, Article 71, Article 72 and Article 73 of Law No. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”,

INSTRUCTS:

PART I
SCOPE AND GENERAL PRICIPLES 

Article 1
The purpose of this Instruction is to regulate the procedures of depositing, verification and approval at the CEC, of the multi-name lists of political parties, the registration document, as a candidate running for deputy of the candidate who is proposed by voters, as well as defining the deadlines regarding the publication of voter lists for June 28, 2009 Elections to the Assembly.
Article 2

1. The political party registered at the CEC as an electoral subject for the elections to the Assembly, shall submit to the CEC, no later than 40 days prior to election date, the multi-name list of its candidate for each electoral zone along with the documents required in this Instruction.
2. The political party which is a coalition member submits to the CEC, no later than 40 days prior to elections, the multi-name list of its candidates for each electoral zone.
3. The initiator committee, registered at the CEC, files no later than 40 days prior to election date, the request for registration and the candidacy documents of the candidate proposed by voters.
4. The multi-name list of candidates of political parties to be submitted to the CEC should have a pre-established order and should be signed by the party leader according to a model approved by the CEC.
5. A minimum of 30 % of the candidates of multi-name lists and/or one of the first three names of the list should be of each gender.
6. The candidate running for deputy, registers in a multi-name list on an electoral zone can not be registered in another electoral zone on account of another party or coalition, or proposed by a group of voters. The party leaders running individually or as part of a coalition, are exempt from this rule.
PART II
CANDIDACY DOCUMENTS
Article 3
1. The multi-name lists of political parties, which have at least one mandate in the Assembly, should be accompanied with the following documentation, approved by the CEC decision:

a. The statement for each candidate of the list containing all elements specified in Article 72, point 2 letter b and c, of the Electoral Code (Model 03 K); 

b. Certification from the Assembly of Albania regarding the mandates of the political party in this Assembly.
2. In all cases, the statements with the elements defined in Article 1, letter a, of this Article shall be filled in according to the identification document data of the candidate.
Article 4
The Political parties, part of a coalition, deposit along with the multi-name lists of their candidates, the documentation required in Article 3 of this Instruction, if the number of mandates of parties in a coalition, is not lower than the number of the parties, coalition members.  
Article 5
Multi-name lists of political parties with no mandates in the Assembly, should be accompanied with the documents approved by a CEC decision, as follows:

a. The statement for each candidate of the list where will be declared all the aspects defined in Article 72, point b and c of the Electoral Code (Model 03 K);
The list of voters who support multi-name lists of the party. The list should contain the names of no fewer than 10 000 voters (Model 04 K);
b. Personal statements of voters on the submission of signature in front of the CEC (Model 06 K) or; 

c. Persona statement of voters on submission of the signature in front of a notary.
Article 6
Multi-name lists of political parties, part of a coalition, which do not have any mandates member of the coalition, in any case should be accompanied by the documentation approved by a CEC decision, as follows:

a. The statement for each candidate where shall be declared all the aspects defined in Article 72, point b and c of the electoral Code (Model 03 K);
b. The list of voters that support multi-name lists of the parties of the coalition. This list should contain names of no fewer than 15 000 voters (Model 04 K);
c. Personal statement of voters on submitting their signature in front of the CEC (Model 06 K) or; 

d. Personal statement of voters on submitting their signature in front of a notary.
Article 7
1. The initiator committee for the registration of a candidate running for deputy, who is proposed by a group of voters, should be registered at the CEC no later than 60 days prior to election date. 

2. The proposal submitted by the Initiator Committee on the registration of a candidate proposed by a group of voters as a candidate for elections, in any case should be accompanied by the following documents:

a. Request of the Initiator Committee on the registration of the candidate running for deputy (Model 05  K);
b. List containing the names of no less than 1% of the voters list of the respective electoral zone that support the candidate (Model 04 K);
c. Personal Statement of voters regarding the submission of the signature in front of the CEC ( Model 06 K ) or; 

d. Personal statement of voters regarding the submission of the signature in front of the notary;
e. Statement of the candidate proposed by a group of voters, that he/she is not member of any political party or coalition, and shall not be supported either openly or indirectly by any other subject or candidate (Model 07 K);
f. Copy of the valid official documents of the identity of the candidate as follows:
i. Identity Card; or
ii. Passport.
PART III
DEPOSITION OF THE CANDIDACY DOCUMENTATION 

Article 8
The submission of the signature of voters in front of the CEC shall be conducted in accordance with the model approved by a CEC decision. 

In any case, the CEC employees are authorized by a decision to accept the submission of the deposition of signatures at the CEC. 
The submission procedure of the signatures is conducted in the premises of the CEC. 
The supporting lists for coalitions, political parties and candidates proposed by a group of voters should be submitted in printing and in an electronic format.

Article 9
The candidacy documentation is filed with in the Office of Registration of Acts and Documents, Protocol at the CEC. 

PART IV
VERIFICATION OF CANDIDACY DOCUMENTS 

Article 10
1. In order to verify the candidacy documents, a working group is established by a CEC decision. The working group is composed of:

· A representative of the Legal Department;
· A representative of the Election Commission Department;
· A representative of the IT Department.
2. After being recorded in the Office of the Registration of Acts and Documents, Protocol, the documentation is immediately examined by the working group.

Article 11

1. Upon verification of the candidacy documentation according to the specifications of the Electoral Code and this Instruction, the working group prepares a report regarding the submitted documentation.
2. In case the documentation is deemed complete and in accordance with the specifications the Electoral Code, it is passed along with the report of the working group to the CEC for approval.
Article 12
In event the working group finds irregularities, it presents, no later than 3 days from the submission of the documentation, to the CEC a report in which records the irregularities found. The CEC makes a decision on handing over the submitted documentation to correct the irregularities found in it. The decision on handing over for correction of the documentation is made no later than 35 days prior to election date.

Article 13
The IT Department verifies if a citizen of the supporting list of the political party is registered in the preliminary voter list, and is a voter of the respective electoral zone.The IT Department is provided with the appropriate applicative program to identify the viters based on the electronic data received by the General Directorate of the Civil Status. 

Article 14
To verify if a voter has supported more than a coalition, political party or a candidate proposed by a group of voters, ITD examines through the computer programs the supporting lists submitted electronically by the electoral subjects.
Article 15
If during the verification process it is certified that a voter is found in two or more supporting lists of different electoral subjects, the working team submits a report to the CEC. The latter approves a decision on handing them over to the electoral subjects to make the necessary correction in accordance with the specifications stipulated in point 2 of Article 73 of the Electoral Code.  
Article 16
The documentation corrected by electoral subjects is filed with the Office of Registration of Acts and Documents, the Protocol Office at the CEC, no later than 32 days prior to election date. 

PART V

DEADLINES ON THE PUBLICATION OF CANDIDATE LISTS
Article 17
Upon conclusion of the deadline regarding the complaints submitted to the Electoral College, but no later than June 13, 2009, the CEC publishes the full list of candidates in three newspapers which have the largest press run on national scale, on electronic media, and also in its official website. A copy of the list for each electoral zone is delivered to the prefect, the Council of the Region and CEAZ-s, which in turn publish in the local media and make it public in their zones.
Article 18
This Instruction comes immediately into force.
