The Central Election Commission, based on articles 21, item 1, article 3, item 5, article 77, item 1, Article 78 item 1 and 4, Article 79 and Article 88 of Law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”,
Instructs:

General Principles
Article 1

The purpose of this Instruction is to define the principles and criteria to be followed when posting political posters during the electoral campaign for June 28, 2009 elections to the Assembly.
Article 2

1. It is the obligation of the Chairmen of Local Government Units to make an equal and fair allocation of all public spaces for the posting of propaganda materials. 
2. The allocation of space for posting propaganda materials is made public  and the electoral subjects are notified no later than 15 days after the entry into force of this Instruction.
Article 3
Selection of posting places
1. When selecting public places to post propaganda materials, the Local Government Units should take into consideration the following:

a) Public squares and the distance with the center of the respective administrative unit;

b) Main roads;

c) Special places selected for posting; 

d) Lighting
2. For parliamentary parties that in the last elections to the Assembly won more than 20 % of seats in the parliament, the place and surface of posting propaganda materials is 50% of the established surface, whereas for the other parties is 35% of the surface. Also, non-parliamentary parties and candidates proposed by the voters are assigned 15% of the total surface.

3. When allocating the posting space available for electoral subjects, equality shall be preserved within each of the groups established in item 2 of this article. 
4. Any political posters posted outside the authorized public places shall be disposed of by the law enforcement structures of the respective local government unit.
Article 4

The right to complain
1. Electoral subjects can complain to the CEC if they observe inequality in surface, when allocating places to post political posters in the decisions of the Local Government Unit.
2. If the CEC finds the claimed violations are grounded, it orders the Chairman of the Local Government Unit to correct the inequality in the surface for posting political materials.
3. The CEC decision to correct the disproportionate surface for posting propaganda materials shall be executed by the respective Local Government Unit within 24 hours from its approval.
Article 5
Juridical and physical persons
Juridical and physical persons that run their activity in advertising in public places, within the territory of the respective local unit, are obliged to observe the principles of equality in price per area and posting time among electoral subjects when they post political posters.

Article 6
Sanctions
In case of administrative violations, the CEC stipulates administrative sanctions provided for in the Electoral Code.
Article 7
This Instruction comes into force after its publication in the Official Journal.
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
