OBJECT:
On adoption of the complaint form to be used in administrative complaints against CEAZ decisions to the CEC 
LEGAL REFERENCE: Article 21, point 1 and 18, article 126 of the law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, 

The CEC, after examining the submitted documentation and hearing the discussions of the representatives of political parties,  
NOTES:

Article 21 of the Electoral Code, which defines the powers of the CEC, provides, in article 18, the obligations of the CEC to draft the models for the election complaints according to the requirements of this Code.  Based on article 124, point 1 and 2 of the Electoral Code, every electoral subject, whose legitimate interests are infringed, and the individuals or political parties whose requests to register as electoral subjects have been refused, have the right to complaint against CEAZ or CEC decisions, based on article 123 of the Electoral Code, within three days after the decision is taken.  
Article 126, point 1 of the Electoral Code, establishes that the complaints should contain the following elements:
a) Full name of the electoral subject and its address;

b) Legal reference;

c) Decision on which it grounds the complaint;

ç)  brief summary of the claimed violation;
d) description of facts, arguments and legal provisions it grounds the complaint;  

dh)evidence which it wants to prove during the process of examining the complaint and their source; 
d) Date and signature of the claimant;  
In addition to article 126 of the Electoral Code, the request for announcing the invalidity of elections contain, as much as possible, the elements provided for in item 1 of this Article. For this reason, the form of the complaint should be as such as to legally meet all the elements of the request for announcing the invalidity of elections.   
FOR THESE REASONS:

Based on article 21, point 1 and 18, article 126 of the law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania” the CEC, 

DECIDED:

The adoption of the complaint form to be used for the administrative complaint to the CEC against the CEC decisions, based on article 123 of the Electoral Code, according to the model attached.
This Decision comes immediately into force.
