OBJECT:   
Establishment of Media Monitoring Board to monitor the election campaign in public and private radio and TV stations  

LEGAL REFERENCE: Article 23, paragraph 1, letter a, article 85, paragraph 1, article 85/1 of the Law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 "The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania", Article 4, paragraph 1 and Article 5 of Regulation on Media Monitoring Board, approved by the CEC with Decision no.155, dated 7.05.2009 "On approval of the Regulation “On the structure, establishment and operation and procedures followed by the Media Monitoring Board ", amended.
The Central Election Commission, after reviewing the submitted documentation and hearing the discussions of those present, 

NOTES
Article 85, item 1 of the law no.10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, amended, provides for the establishment of a Media Monitoring Board, 40 days before the election period. This board is responsible for monitoring the implementation of provisions of this Code for the election campaign in public and private Radio and Tv stations. 
Article 85/1 of the Electoral Code provides for the procedure followed for the establishment of MMB. 

According to this article, the CEC, with its document no.1175, date 08.02.2013,  requested from Tirana Distirct Court the list of national non-profit organisations that operate in the field of media. Tirana District Court, in its reply, no. 1175/1, dated 04.03.2013 sent the list of these organisations, noting this is not a final list. 

The CEC, within the deadline established in article 85/1, letter b sent to the above organisations the request to submit proposals for no more than three candidates for MMB members. 

Media Monitoring Board is composed of seven members. Each CEC member can nominate a BMM member from the candidates proposed by Non-Profit Organisations. 

FOR THE ABOVE REASONS
The CEC, based on article 23, item 1, letter a, article 85, item 1, article 85/1  of the law no.10019, dated 29.12. 2009 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, amended, 4, item 1 and article 5 of MMB Regulation, adopted with the CEC Decision no. 155, dated 7.05.2009, “On adoption of the regulation on composition, way of establishment and functioning and procedures to be followed by MMB, amended, 

DECIDED
1. To approve the establishment of the Media Monitoring Board.

2. To adopt the composition of MMB, as follows:

3. Mr. Dardan Malaj
4. Mr. Rexhep Polisi
5. Mrs.Klarita Bajraktari
6. Mr. Andon Andoni
3. The first meeting of MMB will be held in AMA Offices.

This decision comes immediately into effect. 
An appeal can be filed against this Decision in the Electoral College, Tirana District 

Court, within five days from its publication.
