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INSTRUCTION
ON
RULES FOR ALLOCATION AND RE-ALLOCATION OF PUBLIC FUNDS TO ELECTORAL SUBJECTS  

The Central Election Commission, based on article 21, item 1, article 87 of the Law no. 10019, dated 29.12.2008 “The Electoral Code of the Republic of Albania”, 
INSTRUCTS:
Article 1

The aim of this Instruction is to define the rules on the allocation of public funds to the electoral subjects running in 2009 elections to Assembly as well as on the re-allocation of public funds to the electoral subjects that will win mandates.   

Article 2
The CEC, specifies, through its decision, the amount of funds benefited by each political party that meets the criteria established in section (a), point 2, article 87 of the Electoral Code (they shall be registered electoral subjects, thay shall possess mandates in the Assembly and registered multi-name lists for 2009 elections to Assembly), according to the following rules:  
a) 50 % of the public fund available to the electoral subjects is divided by the total of mandated won in the previous elections specified in this article, subject to the CEC decision on announcement of final result of 2005 elections.  
b) Each political party defined in this article, is allocated an amont that emerges from multiplying the number of mandates received in the previous elections with the figure resulting after the division according to letter (a) of this article.

With its decision, the CEC sets the amount of funds to be received by each political party that meets the criteria set in section b, point 2, article 87 of the Electoral Code ( a registered electoral subjects, having won at least 2 terms in the Assembly), pursuant to the following rules:  
a) 50% of the public fund available to the electoral subjects is divided by the total of votes won nationwide in the previous elections by the political parties provided for in this article, pursuant to the CEC decision on announcing the final result of 2005 elections.   
b) Each political party, defned in this article, is allocated an amount which is a result of the multiplication of the number of votes received countrywide in the previous 2005 elections to the Assembly, with the figure that results from the division according to letter (a) of this article.  
Article 4
If, after the announcement of the final result of 2009 Elections to Assembly by the CEC, it is seen that none of the political parties that benefited funds, subject to article 3 of this Instruction, have received mandates in 2009 elections to Assembly, the parties shall return the amount they benefited, according to the rules established in point 3, article 87 of the Electoral Code.  
Article 5
The amount returned according to article 4 of this Instruction, will be re-allocated by the CEC to the political parties that will win mandates, pursuant to the CEC decision on anncouncment of the final result of 2009 elections to Assembly, according to the following rules:
a) The amount of funds returned by the electoral subjects, according to article 4 of this Instruction, is divided by the total number of Assembly mandates  won by the political parties in the actual elections, pursuant to the CEC decision on announcement of the final result of 2009 Elections to the Assembly.
b) Each political party that benefits public funds according to this article, is allocated a figure which emerges from the multiplication of the mandates won by it in the Assembly with the number which results from the division set in letter a of this article.  
Article 6
This Instruction comes immediately into effect. 
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
